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I inspected this vessel originally in December 2015 and have since then visited her again to ascertain what value and 
what level of survey was needed for a vessel such as this one.  I will list her impressive inventory then try to capture some 
if not all of the work undertaken by her most fastidious owner over the past two years. 
 
This S&S 39 was originally laid down in 1983 and originally purchased in May 2005 by this owner for $105,000, since then 
the owner has spent at least that amount again ensuring that the vessel is capable of undertaking successfully a 
circumnavigation of the world, in which it now has done.  I have seen receipts and invoices in excess of $330,000 in refit 
costs alone.  This list can be supplied if required. 
 
Over the past two years she has had a new engine fitted, electronics, navigation systems, the entire sail wardrobe, new 
standing rigging throughout, the interior has been scrubbed, checked and resurfaced from stem to stern and new teak 
decking on the entire top deck. 
 
In short this vessel is and shows to be impeccably maintained and in perfect condition that would enable her to be safely 
sailed in club events or if chosen another circumnavigation. 
 
She is finished in all over white gelcoat that is in average condition, the owner has told me that he intends to have her 
repainted at her next lifting in twelve months’ time, the bottom is finished in blue antifouling that at the time of 
inspection was being removed and repainted, the standing rigging is in as new condition, the running rigging is certainly 
serviceable and the chain was being removed from the yacht to be refurbished or replaced. 
 
The interior is in tiding with her age, however every space is functional and neatly kept as would be expected for a vessel 
setup for Bluewater cruising. 
 
This vessel is exceptionally well kept and maintained and I have no hesitation in deeming her seaworthy, she is a credit 
to her owner who has devoted this stage in his life to the use and enjoyment of this striking yacht
